Scylding — the dynasty of warriors-vikings VII—IX century
(the reconstruction attempt)

Summary

In the article, based on the source base, an attempt is made to reconstruct the genealogy
of the Danish Scyldihg dynasty. The Scylding first ruled in the kingdom of Lehr from the sixth
century, and later extended their power to the entire territory of Denmark. It seems that Skjold
Skewing was the first real king to start his own dynasty, which later received his name. As a re-
sult of the dynastic marriage of Ivar Widfamme’s daughter Aud to Rerik the Slyngebond they
managed to become related to the Swedish Inglings. With the help of established dynastic ties,
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Ivar Widfamme ruled Denmark and Sweden at the same time for some time, which gave rise to
a popular myth about his origin from the Scylding dynasty. The descendants of Ivar Vidfamme
are Harald Gildetan and Sigurd Ring, who converged on the Scylding and Inglingian lines, and
which briefly formed a kind of Confederation of two independent kings. The article considers
the formation and Reign of Harald Gildetan's descendants in Jutland, until the second half of
the IX century. Internecine struggle did not stop with the death of Harald Gildetan, because
his sons, and later grandchildren, believed that they had every right to the Danish throne. The
struggle between the descendants of Gottfried and Halvdan continued with varying success al-
most until the end of the IX century, when Denmark was conquered by the Swedes, as a result
of which the Direct Line of Scyldings ceased to exist.

W artykule na podstawie bazy zrédtowej podjeto probe rekonstrukeji genealogii dunskiej
dynastii Scylding. Scyldingowie najpierw od VI wieku rzadzili w krélestwie Lehr, a pdzniej
rozszerzyli swoja wladze na cate terytorium Danii. Wydaje si¢, ze Skjold Skewing byl pierw-
szym faktycznym krélem i zatozycielem wilasnej dynastii, ktora pozniej przyjeta jego imig.
Dzigki dynastycznemu matzenstwu corki Ivara Widfamme — Aud, z Rerikiem Slyngebondem
udato im si¢ zwiaza¢ ze szwedzkimi Inglingami. Dzigki nawigzanym stosunkom dynastycz-
nym Ivar Widfamme przez pewien czas rzadzit jednoczes$nie Danig i Szwecja, co dato poczatek
popularnemu mitowi o jego pochodzeniu z dynastii Scyldingéw. Potomkami Ivara Widfam-
me byli Harald Gildetan i Sigurd Ring, ktérzy nalezeli do linii Scyldingdw oraz Inglingdow
i krotko tworzyli rodzaj konfederacji dwoch niezaleznych krolow. W artykule oméwiono pa-
nowanie potomkow Haralda Gildetana w Jutlandii az do drugiej polowy IX wieku. Walki we-
wnetrzne nie zakonczyly si¢ wraz ze $miercig Haralda Gildetana, gdyz jego synowie, a pozniej
wnukowie uwazali, ze maja wszelkie prawa do tronu dunskiego. Konflikt migdzy potomkami
Gottfrieda i Halvdana toczyl si¢ ze zmiennym powodzeniem niemal do konca IX wieku, kie-
dy to Dania zostata podbita przez Szweddéw, w wyniku czego bezposrednia linia Scyldingow
przestata istniec.

Scylding — das Geschlecht der kriegerischen Wikinger aus der
Zeit vom 7. bis 9. Jahrhundert (Versuch einer Rekonstruktion)

Zusammenfassung

Im Artikel wird auf der Quellenbasis ein Versuch unternommen, die Genealogie der da-
nischen Dynastie von Skyldihg zu rekonstruieren. Die Scylding herrschten ab dem sechsten
Jahrhundert zunédchst im Konigreich Lehr und dehnten spéter ihre Macht auf das gesamte Ge-
biet Ddnemarks aus. Es scheint, dass Skjold Skewing der erste tatsédchliche Konig und Griinder
der eigenen Dynastie war, die spiter seinen Namen erhielt. Dank der dynastischen Heirat der
Tochter Ivar Vidfammes — Aud, mit Rerik Slyngebond gelang es ihnen, mit den schwedischen
Yngling verschwigert zu werden. Durch die etablierten dynastischen Beziehungen herrsch-
te Ivar Vidfamme eine Zeit lang gleichzeitig iiber Danemark und Schweden, was zur Ent-
stehung einer populdren Sage tiber seine Herkunft aus dem Geschlecht von Scylding fiihrte.
Ivars Nachkommen waren Harald Gildetan und Sigurd Ring, die der Linie von Scylding und
Yngling angehorten und kurzzeitig eine Art Konfdderation von zwei unabhingigen Koénigen
bildeten. Der Artikel befasst sich mit der Herrschaft der Nachkommen von Harald Gildetan in
Jiitland bis zur zweiten Hailfte des 9. Jahrhunderts. Mit dem Tod Gildetans nahmen die inneren
Kémpfe kein Ende, denn seine S6hne und spéter auch seine Enkel glaubten, dass ihnen ein
Anspruch auf den dénischen Thron zusteht. Der Streit zwischen den Nachkommen Gottfrieds
und Halvdans wurde mit unterschiedlichem Ausgang fast bis zum Ende des 9. Jahrhunderts
fortgesetzt, als Danemark von Schweden erobert wurde, wodurch das urspriingliche Geschlecht
von Scylding erlosch.
