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Summary

In our dissertation attention is concentrated on the sacrament of penance and 
reconciliation. The fundamental aim is to consider the anthropological dimension of this 
sacrament. The sacrament of penance, like all the sacraments, is a personal meeting 

relationship to God: that is, the community of life with Him, lost by sin. The sacrament 

is reconciled with himself, and what is more, with the whole world.

Our responsibility to freedom is also constantly strengthened by this sacrament.
